
Amazon - Check Shipping Fees

1.  Before you click on "Submit these items for approval", click on either (1) the shopping cart icon in the upper 
      right corner of the page, or (2) the word "Cart". This will allow you to make a �nal review of your cart in Amazon. 
      This is the only time you have the opportunity to see estimated shipping charges..

2.  To the right of the items in your cart, you will �nd a link to Estimate your shipping and tax.

3.  Enter your zip code and click Get estimate.
        

When you complete your selection of items in the Amazon punch out catalog, it is a good idea to check on 
potential shipping fees.



4.  Your estimated shipping fee is calculated. At this point you may examine your order to determine which items 
      are incurring shipping fees.

        

5.  Look at each Item in your cart to identify whether it is eligible for free shipping.

 In this example:
        
 1. The �rst and second items are eligible for free shipping.

 2. The third item is supplied by a 3rd-party seller and is not eligible for free shipping.



6.  Check the price of each item.

 In this example:

 1.  The �rst two items are eligible for free shipping. However, free shipping for the Amazon Business account 
                    is based on the condition that the eligible items total $49.00 or more. The total of these two items is less 
       than $49.00.

 2.  The total of the third item is over $49.00. However, it is not supplied by an Amazon company and 
                   shipping fees may be charged.

        

7.  Based on this information, you may decide whether to proceed with your order as it is, delete certain items, shop 
      for additional items, etc.

      When you are ready to proceed, click on "Submit these items for approval" to pull your Amazon items into 
       a UShop cart.
